Patrick Mangan is from Brooklyn, New York, where the two-time All-Ireland fiddle champion 
studied with renowned fiddler and teacher Brian Conway.  
At sixteen, Patrick appeared in Riverdance - on Broadway, becoming the youngest fiddler in the 
show’s history.  
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Patrick joined the John Whelan Band in 1999, with whom he toured throughout the US and 
Europe.  He has also appeared with the Cathie Ryan Band, and with the neo Celtic group 
Whirligig.  Noted Irish Echo and Wall Street Journal music critic, Earle Hitchner, has stated the 
he ‘embodies all that is admirable and durable about the Irish tradition in America.” In Spring 
2002, Patrick was awarded first prize honors for instrumental composition in the Bertelsmann 

Foundation’s World of Expression competition for his piece, “September Sky.”    
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Dylan Foley - Fiddle and Whistle - 4 Time All-Ireland Fiddle Champion

A four time all Ireland fiddle Champion, Dylan was a student of the great Rose Flanagan (the 
original fiddler in Cherish the Ladies) and counts Joanie Madden, Brian Conway, Mike McHale, 
and Monsignor Charlie Coen among his primary influences. He is a vibrant stylist whose 
playing has been called "impeccable and spirited." Dylan has played on Jay Unger's Dancing On 
the Air show on WAMC four times. Dylan has also performed with the John Whelan Band, 
Joanie Madden, Brian Conway, Mike McHale, Monsignor Charlie Coen and Dan Gurney. "One 
the finest Irish fiddlers of his generation." - Brian Conway.”
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Patsy O’Brien - Vocals, Guitar, Banjo
 
Born in Co. Cork, Patsy began performing his genre-
hopping, blues and jazz influenced originals in clubs 
throughout Ireland. He then took his music to the 
United States where his songs began to win awards and 
acclaim, including a feature on NPR’s All Songs 
Considered. But the pull of working with others was 
great and he began sitting in on sessions at St Louis’ 
famous session pub, McGurk’s. It was only a matter of 
time before word spread throughout the Irish music 
scene about Patsy’s guitar mastery. He has since worked 
with some of the most respected players in Irish Music 
including fiddle player Eileen Ivers and piping legend 
Paddy Keenan. He has performed with The Cathie Ryan 
Band for the past five years. Patsy’s guitar playing 
moves from driving rhythm to delicate and melodic 
finger picking. Of the range of emotion he draws from 
the guitar, The New Haven Advocate writes, “His music 
is stomping and ocean breezy – sure footed and fragile …” 
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Bob Noble - Vocals and Keyboards

Bob Noble, who is the background of the group, 
hails from England. He is Jennifer’s producer, 
arranger, and keyboard player.

He is also involved in 
producing and recording music for TV and 
Advertising, using his own recording facility. 
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
